Give the Gift  of  Safety

     While youôre scratching your head this year trying to figure out what to get the diver in your 

life for Christmas you might consider giving something that may save their life.  Nearly all of us 

carry a ñSafety Sausageò but when was the last time you, if ever, had to blow it up.  Believe it 

or not Iôve never had to inflate mine I tend to not loose boats] but because of that I discovered 

last year when I was checking out my gear before the season the inflator had corroded and 

froze up, I guess they donôt last forever, so check your buddyôs as well as your own and you 

might find it the perfect gift.  You might also consider getting them a ñSave a Dive Kitò if they 

donôt have one.  Some other safety favorites are a small dive light that will fit in a BC pocket, 

fancy new fin or mask straps to replace old worn ones or moldable mouthpieces to replace old 

worn mouth pieces.  For those with a bigger pocket book, Spare Airs, Back up dive computers, 

or GPS locators might be a good choice.  Iôm afraid I have to let the fireman in me come out 

while Iôm on this subject and suggest the gift of Fire Extinguishers and Smoke Detectors for 

anyone you know that does not have them, it might not be a glamorous gift, but I guarantee if 

anyone you give an extinguisher to has the need to use it, you will be their hero for a long time 

to come.
